	Exploring Sneinton T1:
Children learn that they live in Nottingham, our school is in Sneinton on Greenwood road.

Children study the location of Arctic and Antarctica in relation to the equator.  Children will be introduced to compass points.
Cool Capitals:
Children learn the 4 countries that make up the UK and the capital cities of each. Compass points are revisited.

Children go on a local area walk, children take photos of physical features such as Colwick woods, and plot them on their simple map. 
Pole to Pole:
Children compare the weather, seasons and landscape in the North and South poles compared to the UK.  ​

Children learn that there are 4 countries and their capitals. They recap the continents and oceans. They explore the countries that make up Europe and the counties that make up the UK. 
Extreme Earth- Volcanos:
Children learn about the location of ‘The ring of fire’ and the location of Mount Etna. 
Raging rivers:
Children learn about the location and route of the River Trent. Compass points are revisited. 
	Land, masses and sea:
Children explore the term topography and physical features of the UK. 
Raging Rivers:
Children learn the definition of a River. Children learn about how tributaries join to form a river. Children learn how rivers flow to join the ocean, sea or large lake. They learn that the River Trent is the third longest in England.

Children learn how water moves around the earth in the water cycle. Children learn about the journey of a river from streams to the sea. They learn about flooding.

Children explore the difference between urban and rural settlements. Children compare the climate in Spain vs the UK and also compare population sizes.

	Whacky Weather:
Children learn how mountains are formed. Children learn how thunderstorms are formed and that lightning is electricity in the clouds that can heat the air to make it expand to cause thunder. Children learn that water evaporates because of the suns heat. Water condenses to form clouds which burst when they get too heavy. 
	UK vs Spain
Children explore how tourism supports regions in Spain and the UK. 
UK vs South America
Children explore the 6 main land uses. 
	Whacky Weather:
Children will create a water cycle model and use a range of sources and experiments to find out how it works.

Countries in Europe. Children use a range of sources to compare the UK to Spain.

Children learn about how OS symbols help us identify what is in a settlement and explore grid reference.

	Location, location, location:
Parts of the UK and their capitals are recapped. Children learn about the river Nile and its location vs the size and location of South Africa.

Children learn about the location of UK and in relation to Europe. They learn the location of South America and the countries its made up of.

Explore the physical features of key cities.

They learn that the Amazon river and rainforest are located in South America.

Uk location in relation to Europe. Children explore the European countries. Children learn that Uk is in the Northern hemisphere. Children lean the capital of Greece (Athens) and Greece is in the Southern Europe.

Children name some of the 50 countries that make up Europe. They explore the 2 separate continents that make up America and explore the counties within them.
	UK vs Greece 
Children compare and contrast physical features including coastlines and mountains. 
	UK vs Greece 
Children compare and contrast human features including tourist attractions in the capitals. Children also compare land use. 
	UK vs Greece 
Children compare and contrast climate, population and size. 
Cataclysmic Climate Change:
The main cause of climate change is burning fossil fuels such as oil, gas and coal. When burnt, ​
they release carbon dioxide into the air causing the planet to heat up.
Our Wonderful World:
Children learn the characteristics of different countries and regions including weather, land use, flora and fauna. Children learn about the 4 climate zones. 

	Cataclysmic Climate Change:
Physical geography, include rivers, earthquakes, volcanoes, erosion and landslides​. Children learn mountains form where two continental plates collide. Types of natural energy supplies are explored including coal and oil. 
	UK vs Greece 
Children explore tourism in both countries and the impact on the economy. 
Cataclysmic Climate Change:
Children learn the human process of extracting oil and coal from the earth. Children learn how settlements have developed and expanded to accommodate human needs- including trade, industry etc. Children learn that Human activity is causing environmental degradation, which is the deterioration of the environment through depletion of resources, the destruction of ecosystems, habitat destruction, population and the extinction of animals.
