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	Guy Fawks is introduced through talking about bonfire night. 
	Guy Fawks- children learn in some detail about the key events surrounding the gunpower plot.

George Green- Children learn about GG and his link to Sneinton Windmill. 

Dinosaurs- Dr Robert Plot found the first dinosaur bone in 1677. 
	Neil Armstrong- Children learn that he was the first man to walk on the moon. They learn about the dates and key events around the Apollo 11 mission 

Samuel Pepys- children explore the significance of his diaries in allowing us to find out about the GFOL. 
Bessie Coleman- children learn that she was the first African- American woman to hold a pilots licence. She used her fame to fight racism and segregation. 
Bessie Coleman- She used her fame to fight racism and segregation.
	Julius Casar- children lean that he was a Roman leader. He was in the military and was popular with roman people. He made changed to the government to help the poor. 
Augustus- was Julius Caesar’s nephew and was the first Roman emperor. He brought peace and introduced roads and bridges. 
Emperor Claudius- Invaded Britain in 43CE 
Boudicca was a Queen and led against the invasion.
	Henry VIII was King of England and Ireland from 1509-1547. He had 6 wives that he divorced or beheaded. Elizabeth I was the daughter of Henry VIII- she reigned for 45 years. Elizabeth II was the longest reigning monarch- 70 years
	Queen Victoria- children learn that she was the main ruler during the Victorian times. 
Elizabeth I- Children learn that the British empire began under the rule of Queen Elizabeth. 
Mahatma Gandi led the movement for Indian independence.
William Wilberforce led the campaign to abolish slavery. 
	Winton Churchill- was the Prime Minster at the time of WW2. He led Britain to victory. 

Alexander the Great- he was a king of the ancient Greek kingdom of Macedon. He ruled so much of the world they gave him his title. 
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	Guy Fawks- children learn that Guy Fawks planned to blow up parliament buildings. 
	
	Romans- 
Children learn that that the Romans originated in Rome and ruled countries across the globe. Its army was the most powerful in the world. Julius Caesar was a Roman leader and made changes to the government, helping the poor. 
Ancient Egypt- children lean that Pharoh’s ruled the county- Tutankhamun ruled at the time of conflict over land. 
	Anglo Saxons- 
Children explore the battle for land between the Anglo Saxons, Picts and Scots. They lean how the Roman army left Britain in AD 410. 
	Rise and fall of British Empire- Children learn that the British empire was the largest in history (400 million). The height of the British empire was during the Victorian era. Children learn about Indias involvement in the British empire.
	WW2- 
Winton Churchill- was the Prime Minster at the time of WW2. He led Britain to victory. 
Ancient Greece- 
Alexander the Great conducted military campaigns through Asia and Egypt- he had one of the largest empires in history. Children learn that democracy was a legacy of the Ancient Greeks. 
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	Romans- Children lean that the Romans acquired land by fighting battles. They explore how Julus Caesar attempted to invade Britain but failed. Emperor Claudius successfully invaded Britain and Britain became part of the roman empire. 
	Anglo- Saxons- Children explore the attacks from the Picts and Scots as well as the Anglo Saxons as they tried to invade Britain and take land from the Romans. Children learn how over time the Anglo Saxons took control of Britain. 
	Vikings- The Vikings invaded Britain looking for lucrative items to steal and trade. Vikings wee fierce warriors that raided and attacked societies across Europe. 
	 WW2- Children learn that WW2 stated in 1939 when Germany invaded Poland- GB and France responded by declaring war on Germany. Germany was a threat to British security, so Britain went to war to safeguard Britain’s position in the world.
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	Children talk about the lives of the people around them.  
	
	Great Fire of London
Children explore the city of London at the time of the GFOL- the population and way of life. 
	Romans- children lean that wealthy people lived in houses called domus with plenty of space for eating and entertaining guests. Poorer people lived in a building with multiple floors were lots of families lived together.  The Romans built baths, roads and sewage systems that are still used today. 
Ancient Egypt- The pharaoh was top of the Egyptian hierarchy, followed by Vizier, Nobles, Priests, Soldiers, Scribes and slaves.
	Mayan and Aztecs- 
Maya society was complex with hundreds of cities. Society was made up of commoners, middle class, nobles, The King/Queen and their royal court. Cities were ruled by different Kings and Queens. Welfare and trade were part of Maya society. Art and architecture were an important part of society. 
Changing power of the Monarchs- 
Children learn about the Catholics and Protestants and how Elizabeth I created a compromise between the two groups.
	Victorias- Children learn about the workhouse and how people were provided with food and shelter in replace for work. Children explore how the children in the workhouses were treated. 
British Empire- 
Children learn that for people living in the colonies, British rule often meant that their traditional language, religions and ways of living were replaced with the British. 
The English language remains the official language of many ex colonies to this day. 
	WW2- Children learn how civilians were evacuated during the war to protect them from fighting and bombing. Children lea about the life of an evacuee- including rationing. 
Ancient Greece- children learn that athletics was a huge part of the ancient Greece society- it helped to elevate peoples position in society and earnt them respect. 
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	George Green- Children explore how GG studied maths at Cambridge University. 
	Neil Armstrong- Children learn that NA studies aeronautical engineering at university. 

Bessie Coleman- 
Children learn that BC worked in a cotton field and had to go to France to earn her pilot licence as African- Americans and woman could not train in America. 
	Ancient Egypt- Children in ancient Egypt went to school to learn reading, writing, maths and RE. Girls were educated at home. Egyptians used papyrus to make paper and hieroglyphics for writing and numbers. 
	
	Victorias- Children learn how only rich children when to school, whilst poor children had to work to provide for their families. Children learn about the school punishment system and compare and contrast school environment and resources. 
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	Children talk about their own religions- though family boxes, stories and experiences in school. 
	Guy Fawks- children learn that Guy Fawks was a Catholic and King James was a Protestant- he didn’t like people to be Catholics. 
	
	Ancient Egyptians- children learn about the many gods and goddesses. They learn that that they believed pharaohs were picked by gods. They learn about the mummification and burial process in preparing for the afterlife. 
	Anglo Saxons- children learn that they believed in lucky charms. They thought that rhymes, potions, stones and jewels would protect them from evil spirits and sickness. They learn that overtime Anglo Saxons converted to Christianity. 
Mayan and Aztecs- they built jungle pyramids to worship their gods- they were deeply religious.
Changing power of the Monarchs- 
Children learn how Henry VIII created his own Church of England (Protestants) and broke away from the Catholic Church when the pope wouldn’t allow him to divorce. Children leant that Catholics and Protestants were against each other. 

	
	Ancient Greece- 
Children learn about the 13 gods and goddesses that ruled the universe in Greece.
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	Children explore a range of occupations through stories and role play. 
	George Green- children learn how GG worked in a bakery and the mill. 

Dinosaurs- children explore the role of a palaeontologist. 
	Neil Armstrong- children explore the role of an astronaut.

Bessie Coleman- Children explore the role as a pilot and how BC was involved in performing dangerous stunts at air shows- this is how she died.  
	Ancient Egyptians- 
Children learn that jobs included bakers, priests, farmers, artists and fisherman.
	Anglo Saxons- most people were farmers. 

	Viking-
Children lean that most Vikings worked as farmers- Viking farming was tough because it all had to be done by hand. 
Victorias- children learn house children had to work as young as 5 and their jobs included being a chimney sweep, domestic servants, mill workers 
	WW2- Children learn about the role of woman during WW2- working in factories, building ships and planes, nurses and fire officers. Children explore the role of soldiers and life in the trenches. 
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	Old toys vs new- Children compare the way old and new toys work and how they were made. 

George Green- children compare the way flour is made- windmill vs modern factories. 
	Bessie Coleman- Children learn that planes in the early 1900’s didn’t have brakes or steering wheels- children compare and contrast them to modern planes. 
	
	
	Victorians- Children learn about some of the famous inventions in the Victorian era- including cameras, telephones, electric bulbs and petrol cars. 
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	Guy Fawks- children learn that King James was on the throne at the time of Guy Fawks and that Guy Fawks planned to blow kill the king in his plot. 
	Great fire of London- children touch upon how King Charles II responded to the fires by ordering for buildings to be pulled down. 
	Ancient Egyptians- Children learn that Pharaohs were the rulers. 

	Mayan and Aztecs- 
Maya monarchs, also known as Maya kings and queens, were the centres of power for the Maya civilization. Top of Maya society were the Kings and Queens- they ruled different citied but shared common beliefs and values. 
Changing power of the Monarchs- 
Henry VIII was King of England and Ireland from 1509-1547. He had 6 wives that he divorced or beheaded. Elizabeth I was the daughter of Henry VIII- she reigned for 45 years. Elizabeth II was the longest reigning monarch- 70 years.
	Queen Victoria- children learn that she was the main ruler during the Victorian times. She reigned for 64 years. 
Elizabeth I- Children learn that the British empire began under the rule of Queen Elizabeth. 

	Alexander the Great- he was a king of the ancient Greek kingdom of Macedon. He ruled so much of the world they gave him his title. 
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	Stone Age to Iron Age- Children learn that Stone age people were hunter gatherers. They learn about the types of food Stone age people ate and that farming was a popular job. 
Ancient Egypt- Children explore the purpose of the river Nile- transport, washing and drinking. Children learn that the River Nile has 3 seasons – flooding season, growing season and harvesting season. 
	Anglo Saxons- Most Anglo Saxons worked on farms- they raised animals and grew crops. Most farmers lose to water sources- rivers. Anglo Saxons used animals to support daily lives e.g wool and leather for clothing. 
Mayan and Aztecs- They did complex calculations that allowed them to create a calendar to help with farming. The Aztecs introduced irrigation. 
	Vikings- were famers, it was had work because everything had to be done by hand. 
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	Old toys vs new toys- children learn that materials changed over time and many old toys were made from wood, metal, paper or fabric. 
	Great Fire of London- Children learn that the fire spread due to the materials the houses were made of in 1666 (wood and straw). 
	Stone Age to Iron Age- In the Mesolithic period huts were made from wood, mud, reeds and turf. 
	Mayan and Aztecs- Mayan houses were made of wooden poles, clay and mud. They had thatched rooves.
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	Children talk about their own family and family traditions. 
	Old toys vs New toys- Children learn that living conditions in Victorians times were cramped so a lot of toys were designed to be played with outside. 
	
	Romans- children lean that wealthy people lived in houses called domus with plenty of space for eating and entertaining guests. Poorer people lived in a building with multiple floors were lots of families lived together.
	
	Vikings- Children learn about the clothing that the Vikings wore. They lean that Viking children would help at home with cooking, weaving, working in fields and workshops. Viking children were seen as adults at the age of 10 and would have to work as hard as them. 
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	Romans- People were punished for crimes depending on their position in society. Whipping and fines were common forms of punishment. 
	
	Victorias- children learn about the Poor Law Amendment Act which helped poor children receive education in return for labour. 
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	Dinosaurs- children compare and contrast the landscape of 65 million years ago and present day. 
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	Great Fire of London- Children learnt that the fire spread because of the materials the buildings were made from and that they were so close together. They learn about Sir Christopher Wren’s redesigning of London after the Fire in a safe way. 
	Ancient Egypt- 
Children learn about the pyramids and how they wee built as tombs for their pharaohs. They explore how limestone blocks were cut and used to build with.  
Mayan and Aztecs- Mayan houses were made of wooden poles, clay and mud. They had thatched rooves. 
	Mayan and Aztecs- children learn that they built intricate pyramids in the jungle and were famous for their art and architecture. 
	
	Ancient Greece- Children learn about the colon features of Greek architecture, including columns, symmetry and balance. They lean about the famous temples. 
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	Stone-Age to Iron age- They learnt that they formed civilisations near rivers so they have wate supply. They learn that Neolithic people domesticated animals and farmed. In the Iron age people lived in clans and belonged to tribes. They were led by Warrior kings. 
Ancient Egypt- Built civilisation around the River Nile. Civilisation grew over time. One of the longest lasting civilisations in the world- over 3000years. 
	Mayan and Aztecs- Civilisation was around 2000BC. The Mayans built cities. They shared common beliefs and traditions. 
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	Stone age to iron age. In the stone age stone and bone was used to make tools. In the Iron age iron and steel was used to make tools and weapons. 
	Anglo Saxons- They learn about the farming culture. 
Mayan and Aztecs- they built jungle pyramids to worship their gods- they were deeply religious. 
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	Stone age to iron age- Palaeolithic people lived in caves. Mesolithic people lived in huts and Neolithic people settled in communities. 
Ancient Egypt- Children explore how and why people settled close to the River Nile 
	Anglo Saxons- most farms and villages were built next to a water source. 
Mayan and Aztecs- settlements were made in area known as Mesoamerica. 
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	Mayan and Aztecs- the farmers grew more than they could eat and traded the leftovers at market.
	Vikings- Children learn how Vikings brought goods and materials such as silver and silk. They sold items such as honey, tin, wheat and wood- they used scales to weigh materials to make a fair deal.
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
