	Rhymes and Songs
	· Little Wandle Rhyme time- weekly rhymes which are shared with parents on ClassDojo. We practice the new rhyme every day and children can access rhymes through CP
· Songs through all taught lessons including maths- resources to support songs are available to use through CP 
· Music and songs to support routines and transition times- calendar song, hello/goodbye song, tidy up song
· Access to instruments through CP 
· Musical interaction intervention groups

	
	Expressing Self
	· Family box
· Adult facilitation/modelling use of full sentences

· Children access widgets and FANTASTICS independently throughout CP time to support play, learning and child-initiated writing

	Describing Events
	· Family boxes
· Enrichment activities to promote real life experiences and support C&L
· Opportunities to celebrate achievements both in and out of school
· Story time- book voting, use of fiction and non-fiction books throughout all areas of CP and daily routine 
· Thematic approach to CP- giving children to opportunity to put what they have learnt from lesson time into CP (supporting confidence and self-esteem) 
· Floorbooks and learning journeys- memory recall using sticky notes allows for children to go back through what they have learnt and discuss their experiences
· Retrieval- use of scaffolds, working walls, widget vocabulary cards, displays, FANTASTIC lenses, resources, photographs, floor books, learning journeys 
· Green pen for evidence of child voice so children are not limited by writing ability
